Seniorsô Ministry 

In ages past, children would learn who they were and 

what they would do in life directly from their experience. 

They would watch mom or dad, work side-by-side with 

them as they got older, listen to them read their Bibles, 

and hear them talk about the Living God of the universe 

and Jesus, His one and only son. They would pray       

together in the morning, before eating, and at night.   

Children learned that God listened to them and spoke to 

them, just as He has always done from ages past. 

 

Today, children still learn through experience; that 

has not changed. On the other hand, their experiences 

have changed dramatically over the past 150 years. In the 

modern and post-modern era, mom and dad generally do 

what they do outside of the home. Children are not      

welcome in their work places, and the pace at which mom 

and dad live is so fast, that even eating a meal together is 

a rarity, much less any time praying together. Children 

experience a myriad of things at their schools, with their 

classmates, and on television. They learn about murder, 

lying, and unfaithfulness; children learn all about Islam, 

Wicca, Native American religions and ancient pagan 

practices of the Greeks and Romans, but Christianity is 

ñforbiddenò in their public school; they learn nothing 

about truth and God, since these are deemed ñpersonal 

topicsò by the school administrators. 

Donôt you know that there is no truth in made-up TV 

shows, and false religions? Today, children still do what 

they have learned through their experience, whether truth 

or lie. Our children are a reflection of their experience. If 

parents choose to refuse their children a Christian family 

experience, it does not mean that they will not learn; it 

just means that they will not learn the truth. 

 

The Childrenôs Ministry of Christian Center Church 

is evaluating how best to engage, not just the child, 

but also the Christian family. Rather than our ministry 

existing just for the child, Childrenôs Ministry is for the 

family.  If we send home sheets to work with your child, 

remember that it reinforces the lesson and provides an 

opportunity for family relationship. When we offer 

ñDate Nightsò or ñFamily Game Nights,ò we are     

providing an opportunity for stronger Christian  

families through relationships. Our culture is at war 

against Jesus and his church. Letôs get to the                 

fundamentals of family, knowing that God has not left us 

as paupers but as heirs to His Kingdom. Together, we can 

accomplish great things for our children. In the end, we 

can change our culture, rather than our culture changing 

us!
